v) Put on air features produced by DMC students:  The feature stories shall be between 5 and 15 minutes each and cover the areas and issues described under Point II, paragraph 3. The feature shall be produced to professional broadcasting standards, according to international journalistic practice (namely: balanced, impartial, and  accurate)
vi)   Clearly mark any DMC production when broadcast:  Whenever RNK broadcasts any item produced by DMC or its affiliates, RNK mentions this immediately together with the broadcast on air. The wording of this shall be at RNK’s discretion, as long as the following are mentioned: (i) the piece is a DMC production in cooperation with RNK, (ii) the original author of the piece is mentioned.
vii) Keep a complete log file of broadcasts with DMC contribution: This log file shall be delivered to the DMC on a bi-monthly basis. Authors of pieces shall be notified about the broadcast date and time in advance, if the author wishes so.
viii) Provide DMC / CCI students for internship: RNK shall receive three (3) students from  DMC/ CCI each year to work with RNK staff for internship not interfering with the academic year. Any program produced by those students, when deemed worthy, shall be put to air by RNK. During the internship, students will be appointed an RNK tutor and receive regular feedback on their work
ix)   Provide speakers for the DMC session s/ workshops: At the request of DMC and when appropriate, RNK shall appoint one of the senior managers to give lecture on the media in general and radio broadcast in particular to the DMC students. The appropriateness shall be assured at least once per academic semester.
Save of Children (SC) agrees to:

· Propose Topics/ Stories: SC shall propose all 26 (twenty six) topics and stories in advance to RNK for consideration.
· Guest Speakers: SC is also responsible for coordinating speakers and that is to identify, contact, and when requested by and consulting with RNK invite potential speakers for the Talk-Show program, particularly speakers from the non-state institutions to ensure that speakers are available and ready for every program show before it starts. 

· Research: SC shall provide guidance to RNK on research of specific program topics, such as advising on key potential interviewees, other relevant information and documents. SC shall provide any training to RNK staffs on relevant program concept and content. 

· Assign Focal Persons: SC shall assign a focal person who will be responsible for the day-to-day management of the program.
